When did Antigua and Barbuda become independent?

Long associated
with the United Kingdom,Antigua and Barbuda achieved independence in 1981.

Whereis Antigua & Barbudalocated?

It is one of the Leeward Islands in the Caribbean regionand the most populous island of the country of Antigua
and Barbuda. Antigua and Barbuda became an independent state within the Commonwealth of Nations on 1
November 1981. Theisland's perimeter isroughly 87 km (54 mi) and its area 281 km 2 (108 sg mi).

What are the two main islandsin Antigua & Barbuda?

Antigua and Barbuda consists mostly of its two namesake islands,Antigua,and Barbuda. Other than
that,Antigua and Barbuda's biggest islands are Guiana Island and Long Island off the coast of Antigua,and
Redondaisland,which is far from both of the main islands.

What are the two dependencies of Antigua & Barbuda?

The two dependencies are Barbuda and Redonda. Covering an area of only 440 sg. km,the dual-island nation
of Antigua and Barbuda consists of the two principal islands of Antigua and Barbuda which are inhabited;
along with several smaller islands and the Redondaisland which is still uninhabited.

Who inhabited Antigua and Barbuda?

There are no photos for Antigua and Barbuda. The Siboney were the first people to inhabit the islands of
Antigua and Barbuda in 2400 B.C.,but the Arawakspopulated the islands when Christopher COLUMBUS
landed on his second voyage in 1493. Early Spanish and French settlements were succeeded by an English
colony in 1667.

Is Antigua and Barbuda a member of the World Trade Organization?

Antigua and Barbuda is a founding member of the Organisation of Eastern Caribbean States, as well as a
member of the United Nations, the Caribbean Community, the Alliance of Small Island States, and the
World Trade Organization.

Barbuda, formerly Dulcina, lies 25 miles (40 km) north of Antigua. A coral island, flat and well-wooded, with

highlands rising to 143 feet (44 metres) at Lindsay Hill in the northeast, it is 62 square miles (161 square km)
