How long does it take to install solar panels?

Once the scaffolding is up,the panels could be installed in less than a day. Roofers will attach the fixing

brackets on to the rafters of your roof - for this reason,a qualified surveyor should go into your loft to check

the integrity of the roof and the rafters first. The solar panels will then be clamped on to the fixing brackets.
